• All the photographs and sketches, newspaper cuttings should be labelled and acknowledged.  
Qualities of Good Cover Page: 
The cover page must have the following qualities: 
1. Hand drawn and designed using pictures and slogans which indicate clearly the title of the  
project. 
2. Catchy titles  
3. Pictures and information relevant to the topic covered in the project 
4. The details of the school's name and address, class and year. 
5. Student's full name.
